The following guidelines are designed for the project highlighted in the section Interior Self-Leveling Overlay Cementitious Overlays at http://www.concreteideas.com/technical/Complete_Systems/Interior_Floors.  
1.0 General Information:

a. Related Section – Division 03 Concrete for concrete materials, reinforcing, concrete mixes, form work, placement, procedures, finishes a moisture vapor testing.

b. The specified professional installer of these systems shall include all materials, tools, equipment and labor to complete the installation as specified below in System Specifications on page 2 of this document.

c. The products and work shall be supplied by professional Installer having a minimum of three (3) years of experience with these systems including preparation, and application of the specified coloration system
d. A jobsite sample has been submitted and approved by Owner or Owner’s Representative. Each sample shall remain intact for the duration of the project for reference. For each finish product specified, two samples, minimum size 18 x 18 inches square, represent actual product, color, and patterns.
e. Submit all product data, technical literature, msds sheets, shop drawings and graphic images for review prior to installation.  

f. All parties involved must review the literature provided by the installer prior to construction.  
g. Deliver and store all products to the jobsite in original containers.  Protect and provide safe storage of all materials as per the manufacturer’s directions.
h. Maintain environmental conditions (temperature, humidity, and ventilation) within limits recommended by manufacturer for optimum results.  Do not install products under environmental conditions outside manufacturer's absolute limits.
i. Allow sufficient time and requirements for the installation of the flooring system.  At no time shall the speed of the project completion be allowed to detrimentally effect the application.  
j. Sequence all work to maintain continuity of the full system installation.  No other trades will have access to the installation area during application or cure time.
k. Applicator must warranty against faulty workmanship for a period of 1 year from the date of substantial completion.
l. Prepare surface and install products as recommended by product manufacturer.  Surface Preparation as specified is done immediately prior to the included scope of work.  

m. Have in possession all recent technical data and installation sheets on site from the specified product manufacturer.  

n. Notify architect or owner of any unsatisfactory conditions or hazards before work begins.

o. During process and at completion of work, remove all debris and trash from the project site.  

p. All special finishes of concrete surfaces shall be protected against damage and stains until final acceptance of the owner.  Craft Paper/ OSB board combination.  Do not affix any type of tape to the finished surface.
q. Follow all maintenance recommendations and care instructions.  Maintenance is the responsibility of the owner unless agreed to by means of a maintenance contract.
